ELIGIBILITY:

ArtWalk is open to all artists who have studios, work, or show space in the greater Atlantic Avenue area. The tour
extends from 4th Avenue to Hicks Street. There is no fee to show in the Art Walk, but all interested parties must
register by April 17, 2006 to be eligible and follow the tour guidelines in the registration materials.

Artists outside of the tour area are welcome to submit an application to show in the tour and will be notified re-
garding jury selection, availability of space, and mutual venue selection on a first come basis. Show locations in-
clude public spaces, participating merchants, local host venues, and we are accepting submissions for site-specific
works to be exhibited along the designated tour route and this year. To submit ideas for site-specific work, email
artwalk @colab-projects.com.
